Eighty years ago that device, 

meant for adult education, became a most-requested 

children’s toy. VM is still around, yet it’s no competi-

tion for the newest goggle gear of Virtual Reality (VR). Once these goggles 

are on, you’re transported into thrills that stretch way beyond the VM’s reel 

imagination. 

Our culture craves external stimulation. VR provides it in an ingenious way. VR is a fanciful ex-

perience, yet, its technology sends us into a solo circle of self-absorption. This external stimula-

tion is at the very threshold of our heart’s deeper desire for a richer, more personal inner life and 

relationship with God. 

Sight is an extraordinary gift! A healing or conversion is miraculous and brings us to deeper 

faith. In today’s Scrutiny Rite and in Jesus’ encounter with the Man Born Blind, we are asked to 

see and claim our blindness and to own all the ways we refuse to see The Light of the World 

standing right in front of us in our Dear Neighbor.   

We join our Elect and pray sincerely for new spiritual sight and insight. Let’s pray honestly to 

see ourselves as Jesus sees us. Let’s go to Jesus and humbly ask him to heal our lethargic indif-

ference and spiritual blindness. Let’s gratefully live into the pure joy of this Laetare Sunday.
